They operate on the 
premise that walking with a friend re-
duces the chance of 
attack.  

 
Safety Escorts op-
erate    between 
the hours of 
7:00am and 
1:00am, 
seven days a 
week. After 
hours is managed by the UCI Police 
Department. Your escort will meet 
you on foot in an average of 8 
minutes.
